* For applications of abdication of the original nationality, please contact the native government, or consulates in the R.O.C. or authorized representative institutes. 

*Certificate of Abdication of the Original Nationality issued by a foreign embassy, consulate or authorized representative agency stationed in the R.O.C. shall be verified by the 

Ministry of Foreign Affairs. If it is produced abroad, the certificate shall be verified and certified by an R.O.C. embassy or foreign mission, and re-verified by the Ministry of 

Foreign Affairs. If the documents are in a foreign language, their Chinese translation copies shall also be verified, re-verified or notarized by a notary public in the ROC. 

*Certificate of Abdication of the Original Nationality shall be submitted to the MOI within the first year of naturalization approval. If the certificate cannot be obtained in time, 

all relevant documents proofing abdication certificate application is in process shall be submitted 30 days prior to the first year submission deadline for an extension. Upon 

verification by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs confirming cause being a legal or administrative limitation, a submission extension shall be granted. Failure to submit within the 

extended period could cause MOI revoking naturalization approval and citizenship status will not be granted. 

1. Extension Application Form. 

2. All relevant documents proving abdication certificate application is in process. Eg. Abdication application copy, submission acceptance proof or 

official receipt from Original Nation, they should be re-verified by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs; If it is produced abroad, the certificate shall be 

verified and certified by an R.O.C. embassy or foreign mission, and re-verified by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. If the documents are in a foreign 

language, their Chinese translation copies shall also be verified, re-verified or notarized by a notary public in the ROC. 

*No extension application or application rejected by the MOI could lead to MOI revoking naturalization approval.

1. Holder of Residence Visa: (1) Fill out one set of Alien Residence Application Forms and submit one frontal-view color photo taken within past year. (Same as the photo 

specifications required for the renewal of national ID cards, please refer to the photo specifications on the Department of Household Registry website: 

http://www.ris.gov.tw/) (2) Submit one original and one copy of the Passport and residence visa (original copy will be returned after inspection). (3) Certificate documents 

for the application for residence visa stating reasons, such as completion of household certificate for marriage registration with a spouse bearing the citizenship of R.O.C., 

or national ID cards are to be enclosed, 1 original, 1 copy (Original copy will be returned after inspection) (4) Residence address certificate documents (5) Certificate fee 

(NT$1,000, NT$2,000 and NT$3,000 for one-year, two-year and three-year periods respectively). 

2. Holder entry visa granting more than 60 days per entry with no restriction on extensions by issuing authorities: (1) Fill out one set of Alien Residence Application Forms 

and submit one recent frontal-view color photo. (Refer to the photograph specifications required for the renewal of national ID cards) (2) Submit one original and one copy 

of the Passport and residence visa (original copy will be returned after inspection). (3) Health examination record within the past 3 months (health examination done abroad 

should be inspected by R.O.C offices) (4) National criminal record certificate issued by the native country within one year (the certificate should contain records of the 

most recent five years). Notwithstanding, the period covered by the records may not exceed the expiry date of the certificate. (The certificate shall be verified by the foreign 

mission. A Chinese translation certified by the foreign mission or a notary public in Taiwan may be required as the case may be.) (5) Certificate documents for the 

application for residence visa stating reasons, such as completion of household certificate for marriage registration with a spouse bearing the citizenship of R.O.C., or 

national ID cards are to be enclosed, 1 original, 1 copy (Original copy will be returned after inspection) (6) Residence address certificate documents (7) Application fee: 

NT$1,000 for one-year and NT$3,000 for three-year periods, additional charge of NT$2,200 for switching visitor visa to resident visa. 

* In the event that the residence address is changed during the residence period, an address change registration should be applied with 15 days of the fact. 

* Foreign national spouses are required to be accompanied by their ROC national spouse when applying for Alien Resident Certificate for the first time or when changing the 

reason of residence to joint-family basis after marrying an ROC national. 

*Applicants who are unable to acquire Alien Resident Certificate prior to their resident visa expiry must leave the ROC on or before visa expiry.

Required Documents 
  

 
 1. Applicants marrying in the R.O.C.: 1) Marriage certificate; 2) Identification Cards of foreign spouses and marital status certificates with Chinese translation (needs to be 

notarized inspected by R.O.C. foreign missions; and to submit his/ her Chinese name declaration 3) household certificate; 4) R.O.C. Identification Cards and seals. 

2. Applicants marrying abroad: 1) wedding certificates with Chinese translation inspected by R.O.C. foreign missions; 2) household certificate; 3) R.O.C. Identification Cards 

and seals; 4) Identification Cards of foreign spouses; 5) if the foreign spouses are unable to return to the R.O.C. with their R.O.C. spouses, the foreign spouse is to submit 

his/ her Chinese name declaration inspected by R.O.C. foreign missions. 

* Where an R.O.C. citizen marries a national of any of the specific states announced by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the R.O.C. citizen shall complete marriage registration 

in the state of his or her spouse, and subsequently apply to the foreign mission for interview by submitting the marriage certificate and a Chinese translation thereof. After the 

interview, the R.O.C. citizen shall apply for marriage registration in Taiwan by submitting the above documents.

1. One original copy of household registration transcript issued in the past three months (marriage registration has been transacted, marriage notes must specify the 

nationality, foreign name and date of birth of the spouse). 

2. Marriage registration certificate issued by the applicant’s government (marriage certificate for countries without marriage registration system). 

3. Declaration by the applicant’s government certifying that the applicant is free from criminal record. (Effective for one year from issue date but is only effective within the 

expiry date on the certificate.) 

4. Qualified health examination certificate issued by the hospitals appointed by Ministry of Health and Welfare or foreign qualified hospitals in the past three months. 

5. Passport (with validity for more than six months). 

6. Two 2-inch color photographs taken in past 6 months 

7. Information on Residence Visa Fees please refer to Bureau of Consular Affairs, MOFA website at www.boca.gov.tw/public/Data/4102315532271.pdf (fees apply to US 

passport holders) 

[Documents in point 2 through point 4 issued abroad have to be first inspected by R.O.C. foreign missions accompanied by Chinese or English translations.] 

[Applicants who are in the R.O.C. on visitor visas shall leave the R.O.C. should their visas expire. They are not to apply for residence certificates.]

 1.Application for Nationality Naturalization (apply at the counter in person with a computer printed application) and one frontal-view color photo taken in past 2 years (refer 

to the photograph specifications required for the renewal of national ID cards) 

2.Legal and valid Alien Residence Certificate or Permanent Residence Certificate (If expiring, please extend at least 30 days prior to expiration of the certificate). 

3.Certificate of the Basic Language Command and one of the certificates required in Article 3 of Standards for Identification of Basic Language Abilities and Common Sense 

of National Rights and Duties of Naturalized ROC Citizens: 

a.Proof that he/she has studied in a domestic public or private school for at least one year. 

b.Proof that he/she has participated for more than 72 hours in an educational program offered by government agencies. 

c.Proof that he/she has passed the test on basic language abilities and general understanding of the rights and duties of naturalized ROC citizens, scoring 60% or better; or  

50% for those over the age of 65. 

4.Household certificate which contains the registration of marriage with an R.O.C. spouse (original copy will be returned after inspection). Where the R.O.C. spouse is 

without registered household in Taiwan and fails to complete marriage registration, the marriage certificate (if the marriage certificate is issued overseas, it shall be verified 

and certified by the foreign mission. In the event the marriage certificate is in foreign language, a Chinese translation certified by the foreign mission or a notary public 

shall be submitted.) as well as the national identification certificates of both the foreign spouse and R.O.C. spouse shall be submitted. In the event that the said marriage 

takes place in Taiwan, the marriage status certificate and a Chinese translation therefore which are certified by the foreign mission shall also be submitted. 

5.Certificate fee of NT$1,200 (to be paid via postal money order with the Ministry of Interior as the payee). 

*If supporting documents required in paragraph 3 above were submitted to the Household Registration System prior, the applicant does not need to submit again. 

*Authorizing the household registration authority to inquire on behalf of the MOI, on proof of residence, certificate of entry and exit dates, criminal record certificate and 

household registration record which contains marriage registration with an R.O.C. spouse of the applicant. 

* After applicant submits application to household registration office, he/she may go to the Chinese version of the Department of Household Registry website's (URL:

1. Residency Certificate in R.O.C. (Will be returned after inspection) 

2. Abdication Certificate of the Original Nation (Certificate of Abdication of the Original Nationality issued by a foreign embassy, consulate or authorized representative 

agency stationed in the R.O.C. shall be verified by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. If it is produced abroad, the certificate shall be verified and certified by an R.O.C. 

embassy or foreign mission, and re-verified by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. If the documents are in a foreign language, their Chinese translation copies shall also be 

verified, re-verified or notarized by a notary public in theROC. 

1. One set of Permanent Residence Application Form, including one recent frontal-view color photo taken within the past year (refer to the photo specifications required for 

the renewal of national ID cards). 

2. Residency Certificate in R.O.C. 

3. The Household Certificate or National ID Card of the spouse bearing the citizenship of the R.O.C. (The original document will be returned after inspection; Divorced couples 

are exempt from this requirement) 

4. Health examination certificate certified passed in the recent three months (issued by Department of Health’s appointed hospitals and in compliance with Health 

Certificate for Residence Application). 

5. Other relevant certificates; for example if the applicant has divorced from a spouse bearing the citizenship of R.O.C., the applicant must provide the house tax statement 

with the initial household registration or leasing contract, 1 original copy, 1 photocopy (original will be returned after verification) 

6. Registered, stamped and self-addressed envelope. 

7. Certificate fee of NT$600.

1.The applicant is notified by the National Immigration Agency of the Ministry of Interior, to process for the residence certificate at the household registry. 

2.Household certificate (not required for households with only one member but certificates to proof house ownership and other related documents are required). 

3.One frontal-view color photograph or a digital photo (taken in the past 2 years; please refer to the photograph specifications on the Department of Household Registry 

website: https://www.ris.gov.tw/). 

4.NT$30 for applicants who are obtaining the household certificate for the first time. NT$50 for applicants who are obtaining the citizen Identification Cards for the first 

time. 

* Upon declaration of household registration, applicants may apply for citizen Identification Cards. Please contact local household registration office for relevant details.
